(A) Attach P art (6) to Part (12),
secure with Part (19).

(B) Secure Part (4) and Part (3) onto
Part (12).

(C) Attach Part (9) onto Part (12), PLASTIC BLOCK
(Part 6) and Part (4) (for the 2x
Pillars near the door). Secure with
Part (19). SMALL PILLAR

(D) Attach Part (1) to Part (9) and
secure with Part (19).

(E) Secure Roof onto Part (9) with
Part (19).

(F) Attach Part (2) onto Part (5) with
Part (19).

(G) Connect Part (5) onto Part (12)
with Part (19).
