It is recommended that a large object is used to ‘prop up’ the
cover so that rain water does not ‘pool’ into the centre.

Please regularly check sand for impurities and any other sharp
objects that may cause harm to children.

5. Prevent weathering by applying protective barriers to your
timber via proprietary products to maintain its quality.

6. Attachments such as chains, ropes, swings must be
regularly examined for evidence of deterioration. Replace
any attachments if there are signs of deterioration.
